After the worship songs in the village hall, the younger
members of our congregation leave the adults and join one of
our King’s Kids groups — We are always looking for more
people to nuture and grow the next generations.

Younger Children’s Leaders and Helpers (Rise)

Rise is for 3—6 year-olds, the children are taken from the village
hall to our main church building, to have fun, play games, listen
to stories, and sing songs together.

Older Children’s Leaders and Helpers (Shine)

Shine is our 7-10’s group who share a spece with our youth
group, Ignite, in a room at the back of Iver village hall.
Volunteers take them to the room for craft, games, puzzles, and
conversation.

Youth Leaders and Helpers (Ignite)

Ignite is our youth group catering for 11-18 year-olds, sharing
the room with Shine. They are treated to hot chocolate as they
discuss topics, have a space to ask questions, and enjoy
games.
